again that the city is committed to providing quality and cost-efficient service in the 
production, treatment, testing and delivery of safe and reliable drinking water 
to all its citizens.  All back-flow assemblies must be tested, and 
results sent to the city by June 15th. This includes all businesses 
and those with inground sprinklers.   

Protecting our drinking water supply is everyone’s 
responsibility!  

 

 
Which Application Do I Need? – As the weather gets nicer, don’t forget to get your City Permit 

before you begin working on those home projects. (i.e., buildings or structures that exceed 200 

sq feet do require a permit. Fences 6 feet or under do not require a permit.)
